Cause of the Incident:  Write a narrative of the events leading to the incident

	On April 5, 2017, a pressure loss was observed during integrity testing on the on the Unit 3 return underground piping to the aboveground fuel oil storage tanks  at the Walter Scott Jr. Energy Center.  A leak in the piping has not been visually confirmed; however, fuel oil has been observed the Unit 3 chemical waste sump intermittently since January 19, 2017, and recovered for proper disposal. Initially the leak was thought to be from an above ground equipment source and entering the drain line leading to the chemical waste sump.  Integrity testing of the underground fuel oil piping was performed on January 25, 2017 and February 14, 2017, and tests did not indicate any deficiencies or indications of a release.  On February 27, 2017, a camera inspection was performed on the chemical waste sump drain line as part of continued investigation activities to determine the source of fuel oil and a breach was identified in the drain line.  The Iowa Department of Natural Resources (IDNR) was notified of the drain line breach and fuel oil discovery on March 1, 2017, and that based on information collected, it appeared the fuel oil in the chemical waste sump was related to the 2013 or 2015 underground fuel oil pipe releases. 

After the failed integrity test on April 5, 2017, IDNR was timely notified and the return underground piping was isolated and construction was initiated for temporary aboveground piping was  while continuing recovery of fuel oil from the chemical waste sump.  On April 6, 2017, environmental services and facility staff participated in a conference call with IDNR to discuss the Unit 3 underground return fuel oil piping release. The department conducted a site visit April 7, 2017, to observe recovery efforts. On April 8, 2017, the temporary aboveground pipe installation was completed, successfully pressure-tested and placed into operation to allow permanent isolation of the leaking section of underground piping. The 3,606 gallons represents the amount recovered since January 19, 2017; however, the total amount released is unknown.  Further investigation activities to identify the leak location remains ongoing and is anticipated to be completed the week of  May 8, 2017.
