        IAC 567--23.2(1) Open burning
Dear Mr. Stone:

This is a notice that it has been determined that your facility at 1500 David Street has violated the open burning rules.  On November 20, 2009 Tom Wuehr of our department noted that the oil in an industrial transformer had caught fire when a blowtorch was used to cut up the transformer.  No attempt was made to extinguish the fire until Mr. Wuehr requested that the fire be put out.  This is a violation  of IAC 567--23.2(1), which states, "No person shall allow, cause or permit open burning of combustible materials, except as provided in 23.2(2) and 23.2(3)", (copy enclosed).
You are required to cease the open burning of combustible material immediately, unless it meets one of the exemptions listed under IAC 567--23.2(3).

The US EPA has been notified of the situation in the event that they would want to investigate any PCB violations.
