	[bookmark: Text17]During the site survey I observed used bedding sand from the earthen basins being stored along the South side of the earthen basin to the East. I informed the owner this is not a good area to store used sand due to runoff concerns. The owner indicated this is only temporary while they continue to clean out the earthen basin. This grassed area conveys storm water runoff from the whole operation. There is evidence of heavy storm water flow through this area. The lower areas were very saturated and there were areas of bare ground from overland flow of storm water. It is highly recommended to evaluate this area for storm water control. Any stormwater runoff from the operation, that may  include manure runoff, has a potential to enter tile intakes or underground tile which eventually leads to a water source. Stored manure and material that has been in contact with manure has a potential to flow to this area.  As a reminder this site is required to obtain a stormwater general construction permit #2 including a storm water pollution prevention plan.
