Endangered species survey conducted on May 7, 2009


Attached is a LiDar photo of the Pattison Sand Company open mine are near Frenchtown showing the approximate route taken during an endangered species survey conducted on May 7, 2009.  The route is shown in purple.  Two areas were located that did contain the endangered species, Jeweled shooting star.
Participants in the survey included Doug Hawker and Joe Sanfilippo of FO 1, Kyle Pattison and Scott McLane of Pattison Sand, Lee Zapf of Moyna Construction Company, and with Terry VanDeWalle and Melisa Curran of Natural Resource Consulting Company.

We were also briefly joined by Scott Gritters and Kevin Hanson of the DNR’s Fisheries Bureau.

The purple dotted lines show our approximate route.  There were definitely two areas (shown in yellow on the attached LiDar image) located that had the endangered species, Jeweled Shooting Star.  A complete report will be prepared in the near future by Natural Resource Consulting Company.  

The smaller of the two sites was located on the bluff closest to the planned road straightening project.  It will be necessary that this project stays far enough away from the bluff top so as to not impact the flower.

The larger site is located on the bluff adjacent to the current railroad track.  It is located at the top of the ridge on and adjacent to several small Indian mounds.  The planned railroad spur line will pass just to the south and west of this high bluff.  We did not observe any jeweled shooting star plants anywhere else along the planned rail spur or in the area of the future mine located south across the county road from the current mine operations.
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
