Dear County Supervisors:

Staff members from this office have been closely monitoring the temporary staging area for flood related solid waste material located at the closed Delaware County Landfill for the past two and a half months.  This staging area was set up shortly after the July 24th Maquoketa River flood that devastated portions of the Lake Delhi area.

During this time, there were no significant issues noted with the operations of this temporary facility.  County and contract personnel did a good job of handling the solid waste material generated from the Lake Delhi area.
On Monday, October 4, 2010, at the request of facility operator, David Sands, I made a final inspection of the temporary solid waste staging areas.  I noted that all flood related solid waste material, all construction and demolition materials, electronics, appliances, waste tires, household hazardous wastes, and salvageable metal have been removed from this site and transported to the appropriate final disposal locations.

The main storage area has been cleaned of solid waste, covered with dirt, groomed and raked.  Mr. Sands was planning on seeding down the area later on this date.
