AFO INSPECTION REPORT




GENERAL

This facility is an open feed lot operation with 500 head capacity of cattle.  It is located in section 35 of Welcome Township, Sioux County.  Currently there are 475 head cattle on site.  This is a Medium Animal Feeding Operation and on the day of the inspection, I observed no evidence of discharge past or present.

FACILITY EVALUATION

[bookmark: txtNeeded]On June 13, 2016, I met with Joel Schuiteman at his open feed lot site at 3828 Hickory Ave in Sioux County.  This facility consists of four feed lots.  Lots one and four have a concrete apron along the feed bunks, about 20 feet.  Lots two and three have a fenced area with the feed bunks under a roof, the entire area has concrete.  The remaining area of the lots is dirt.  The general flow of all the run off from the lots is to the east, all the lots drain through lot four.  There is a slight slope from west to east.  The east fence of lot four is where the run off flows to.  The east fence of lot four is a natural settling area for the solids.  There is a slight berm there which helps to catch most solids.  When the flow reaches the fence, it continues east through an eighty foot wide grass filter strip along side the agricultural ground.  This can be seen on the enclosed photo.  The solids settle out in the grass filter strip and any flows which continue through this strip, dissipates into the agricultural ground east of the facility.  There was no evidence of solids to the east of the grass filter strip.

There are no wells on site.  Rural water is the only source of water for this facility.

Feedstocks:  There are no feedstocks kept at the facility.  All feed is transported daily from the main site north of the property.  This facility id is #56919.  Feeds include distillers, cracked corn and cornstalks.

Dead animal management:  Rendering is used for dead animals.  Sioux Valley rendering comes out on a call demand basis.

Manure handling:  The concrete areas along the feed bunks are generally scraped once per week.  The remaining dirt areas of the lots are scraped once every two weeks or when the weather allows. Frequent scraping of feedlot pens can greatly reduce the amount of manure flowing into the settling areas during rain events.  Manure stock piling is done in the pens and also in the fields around the property. 
 Please remember that when stockpiling: 
•  it is not in a grassed waterway or where water pools or has concentrated flow,
•  it is on land with less than 3 percent slope or has adequate methods, structures or practices in place to contain stockpile solids for land with greater than 3 percent slope, and
•  it complies with required separation distances to sensitive areas. Please note that the stockpile must be land applied within six months after creation and in a manner that does not cause surface or groundwater pollution.

Clean water diversion:  There has not been any clean water diversion constructed on the property.  The natural landscape prevents clean water from entering the lots.  There is a natural crest between the lots and the rest of the farm.




Past history:  There are no known spills or complaints from this facility

Bio-security:  I followed the approved DNR bio-security policy.


REQUIREMENTS and RECOMMENDATIONS


Overall, this facility appears to be in compliance with all State of Iowa regulatory requirements.  Please keep in mind that the minimum requirement for all open feed lots is to settle out solids prior to discharging to any waters of the state, and it may not change the waters of the state in any way.  There are no requirements for this facility based on the date of the inspection; however, the following actions are recommended:

Scrape pens as often as possible for better runoff control.  

Monitor the solid settling area to ensure the runoff is controlled..  Maintain the good stand of grass and avoid channelization.  

Continue to monitor and operate this facility as a no discharge facility.  

This facility is classified as a Medium Animal Feeding Operation (AFO) because it has a capacity of housing more than 300, but less than 1000 head of cattle.  There was no evidence of discharge to any surface waters from the facility witnessed during the on-site inspection.
