DESCRIPTION:  This closed municipal sanitary landfill is located on the east side of Ames at the end of Watt Street, west of Dayton Avenue.  It has not received solid waste since June 30, 1992.  All collected leachate flows by gravity via collection pipes to the Ames POTW sanitary sewer located on the north side of the site.  The site has two groundwater systems and one surface water system that are monitored as part of the Hydrologic Monitoring System Plan (HMSP).

OBSERVATIONS:  

· At the time of this inspection, site conditions were fairly dry, the wind was from the southwest at about 10 mph, the temperature was about 81°F and the sky was sunny.  I was accompanied by Gary Freel.

· Overall, the site had very good vegetation cover.  During the walk through, there was a one small area that should be re-seeded to improve vegetative cover on the west side of the site.
· Mowing has not been done in a while and it was evident by the number and size of trees.  Gary indicated that the site will be mowed this year. 
· No leachate seepages were observed.
· Several wells were observed to be unlocked.  One had no markings on it and it may be a closed well but another was observed open (LW2).  This well needs to be locked.  

· The soil stockpile placed at the southeast corner of the site, over which the access road passes, was still in place for future usage by the Ames-Story Environmental Landfill for fill cover.
· It was indicated the police shooting range has been temporarily closed and sometime in the near future the range will be redone for safety reasons.  There was a roll-off bin full of garbage at the site which appeared to have been there a while.  This should be properly disposed at a landfill.    

· Inspection and monitoring reports have been submitted as required.  The 2008 annual water quality monitoring report still recommends that the benzene sampling data collected during 2009.  It will be used to reevaluate the need to perform supplemental analyses on water collected from MW-9.

Secure all wells. [567 IAC 113.13(1)c]
REMINDER:  

Continue to maintain the surface integrity of the site, and continue to perform the necessary monitoring and reporting.
