You have submitted a construction permit application for  FORMDROPDOWN 
 of the above referenced facility that has capacity of more than 1,000 animal units.  An original manure management plan (MMP) is required as part of the construction permit application. 
On April 2, 2009 an original MMP was received at Field Office 5 for the proposed construction of a new confined animal feeding operation at the above referenced location.  Original MMP’s for facility expansion and new construction must now be phosphorous index based plans.  Determining the phosphorous index requires acceptable soil sampling as described in 567 IAC 65.17(16). Your plan indicates that several of your fields do not have the correct soil tests (P7000, P7000B, P8000, P3300, P1000, P1500, P4700, & P2600).  These are the same fields as listed in last years plan for new construction.  Your consultant (Pinnacle) indicated that soil sampling would be done this June.  If not by June, then these fields need to have the correct soil test for the phosphorus index before this falls application or September 30, 2009. Be sure the onsite MMP is updated with the revised soil data and P-Index values.
The original MMP was reviewed for completeness and technical accuracy.  The MMP is approved. MMP updates (form #542-8046) and fee payments (form #542-8064) are due annually by February 1.  Every four years a complete MMP with updated Phosphorous Index information must be submitted to the DNR Field Office 5. All forms needed for submittals can be accessed from the DNR website at http://www.iowadnr.gov/afo/forms.html
A General Permit No. 2 for stormwater discharges during the construction process is required for projects where an acre or more of ground is disturbed.  A Pollution Prevention Plan that demonstrates best management practices for controlling runoff of sediment and handling of hazardous materials must be available at the construction site.  When final stabilization has occurred, a Notice of Discontinuation must be filed with the IDNR.

As a reminder you cannot begin construction until you receive a construction permit from the central office.  Once the permit is issued, please inform Jeff Theobald when excavation is to take place.  He may need to be present when the footings are dug for the building, and during the stages of floor and wall construction.
