On 6/9/21 I met with Jerry Swan at Chamness Technology near Eddyville to investigate complaint #29596 which alleged that the nearby creek to the south of the facility had been turned black by a discharge from Chamness.  Upon my arrival Mr. Swan and I walked down to the creek south of the facility and the wastewater lagoons.  The creek flow was very low and although stained brown, possibly from the previous days rain, I did not observe any black color to the water.  There was some black material clung to the banks which Mr. Swan explained was likely from a previous discharge.  We then walked the perimeter of each of the basins and did not observe any discharge from them or the compost pad.  The basins were very full at the time but there was no land application being conducted at the time of my visit and the facility was waiting for the applicators to arrive in the near future.  I then left the Chamness site and went approximately 2 miles to the east where the road crosses the same creek downstream.  Again, the water here was brown to green stained but did not appear to be black.  I collected a sample to observe and bring back to the office to possibly sample for ammonia but the water was very clear and odor free.  In summary although the complaint alleged a discharge from Chamness to the creek to the south I did not observe any such conditions in my investigation.  
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
