Comments:  On September 30, 2016 I met with Ottumwa Landfill Manager Steve Jones to conduct an inspection of the landfills closed portion.  

Vegetation over the entire closed area was thick and well established.  It also appeared to have been mowed earlier in the summer which eliminated any woody vegetation and made observation of the landfill cap possible.    
The area along the southeast boundary where the creek bed has eroded the landfill cap and exposed waste has been cleared and mowed but has yet to be repaired.  Some trees along the creek bed are planned to be removed and rip rap put in place for stabilization.  Mr. Jones indicated that the contractor plans to complete the work yet this fall.  While doing this work the contractor also plans to establish correct cover on the portion of the recently discovered landfill in the northeast corner of the closed cell.  This area, which was discovered from historic aerial photographs, was recently purchased from the adjacent landowner and will be provided with appropriate cover and re-vegetated.  Due to its remote location it has been determined that perimeter fence will not be required.  In addition to these tasks the contractor will also haul a stockpile of dirt to the working cell(s) to be used as cover for the following year.  

No issues were determined with the monitoring wells.   
We also briefly observed the MSW working face.  It appeared as if adequate cover had been applied to the previous days fill area and minimal on and off site litter was observed.  
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
