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	This is Landon Plagge calling to report a manure spill last night.  My dad spilled about 1000-gallons to the road ditch.  It didn’t go anywhere, and I cleaned it up as best I could.  Dad’s got his license and he hauls for other people; it wasn’t any big deal.

	Why didn’t you report it last night when it happened?
	I thought the rule was we were supposed to report when you guys opened.

	That’s never been the rule.  The law says you have to report within 6 hours or as soon as you know about it.  If your dad is certified he should know that; they explain that in the training courses.  What exactly happened
	The rigs are hydraulic and you switch the hydraulics from agitate to pump and when he pulled away he forgot to switch a valve and about 1000 gallons leaked out before he realized it.  It wasn’t any big deal.

	Well, it could have been.  That’s why we want to know about it as soon as possible.  Where did manure spill, on-site, in field, on road?
	It spilled on-site and then ran down the driveway to the road ditch.  It’s on a blacktop, so there’s a wide ditch and there are no intakes in that area.  It didn’t get into any water or anything.

	You say you cleaned it up already?
	As best I could.  The ground is kind of wet there, so the manure is kind of smearing around.  I use a loader bucket to pull what I could up onto drier ground and then used a skid loader to spread it out on the field.  I’ll have to let the ditch dry some more before I can get the rest of it cleaned up.

	What site is this, yours, or someone else’s?
	It’s ours; its at 588 190th St.

	Site name?
	It would be Plagge Farms, Inc. ID #56368.  Exit 170 off the Interstate and then 2.5 miles west.

	O.K.  Appreciate the report.  Our on-call person will probably want to take a look at it this morning.  It is likely they will stop by or at least give you a call later this morning.  From what you are telling me, it sounds like you handled it but we want to see for ourselves.
	I understand.
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
