AFO INSPECTION REPORT



Facility Evaluation
Your facility has the capacity of housing 3720 head of finishing swine in three confinement buildings.  The north barn utilizes a concrete manure storage structure beneath the confinement.  The other two confinement buildings utilize a permitted earthen manure storage structure located to the west.  Your facility is located in Section 18, Allison Township, Osceola County, Iowa.  It is classified as a Large Concentrated Animal Feeding Operation (CAFO) because it has a capacity of 2,500 or more head of swine weighing more than 55 pounds.  

Confinement Buildings
During the inspection, I observed the manure storage structures to be structurally sound and to adequately contain manure with no evidence of manure discharges.  No leakage of manure was observed and the buildings appeared to be well maintained.  No manure was observed around load out areas.  It is recommended that you inspect for discharges and needed repairs regularly, as confinement feeding operations must contain all manure produced between periods of application. Any discharges may require a National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) permit for the operation.

Feed for your confinement operation is contained in a bulk bin feed system.  The bins, feed tubes and various attachments appeared to be intact and effectively containing feed.  There was no feed spilled on the ground from transfer of feed from the transport vehicle to the bins.  It is encouraged that this part of the operation be inspected on a frequent basis as any feed spilled could be carried away with storm water to the receiving water source where it would have the potential to create water quality violations.  In addition, a discharge of such pollutants would potentially require an NPDES permit. 
        
Since your facility houses over 2500 head of swine weighing over 55 pounds, it is considered to be a Large CAFO (Concentrated Animal Feeding Operation).  Large CAFOs are subject to obtain a federal NPDES (National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System) permit and retain all runoff or claim to not have a discharge.  Since your hogs are housed in confinement barns you are claiming to not have a discharge of manure or contaminated wastewater to a water of the United States.

Manure Management 
Your facility has an approved Manure Management Plan (MMP) on file with the IDNR Field Office #3 in Spencer, Iowa.  The MMP annual update is due on August 1st each year.  A complete, updated MMP is required to be submitted to FO#3 at least once every four years.  

Your facility annually produces an estimated 1,540,080 gallons of manure and is typically land applied in the fall by commercial manure applicator, Tom Doeden, #2292.  The current MMP contains approximately 953 acres available for manure application which is sufficient considering the manure application rate, crop rotation, etc. listed in the plan.  Your facility has had no issues with storage of manure in the past and a review of manure application records showed that no winter manure application has been necessary.

Miscellaneous
All deceased animals are rendered.

There is one deep well located to the east of the south confinement barns. 

Bio-Security
The approved DNR bio-security policy was followed during the inspection.

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Requirements/Recommendations

•	MMP annual update for the facility is due August 1st of each year; a complete, updated MMP must be 			submitted to the Iowa DNR at least once every four years.
•	Soil samples used to calculate the P-Index for fields contained in the MMP must be 4 years old or less.  	
•	Manure application records must be maintained for 5 years.
•	Notify the Iowa DNR of any manure release as soon as possible but not later than six hours after the onset 		or discovery of the release by contacting the department at (712)262-4177 during normal business hours, 			or at (515) 725-8694 after hours, holidays, weekends, etc.
•	As a confinement feeding operation, this facility must be maintained as a no discharge site, with all manure 		contained as well as contaminated wastewater. 
 

Summary
This facility is classified as a Large Concentrated Animal Feeding Operation (CAFO) because it has a capacity of housing 2,500 or more head of swine weighing more than 55 pounds.  There was no evidence of discharge to any surface waters from the facility witnessed during the on-site inspection, no flow paths were observed from the confinement buildings and there have been no spills or releases from this facility documented in the past, therefore no NPDES permit is required.
