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On May 8, 2009, I visited the old Humboldt County Landfill (closed) to evaluate progress with several requirements listed in the previous inspection report dated November 6, 2008.  The required actions included 1) discontinuing the food plots and seeding with grass; 2) repairing the pond areas; and 3) monitoring the swale on the east facing slope for leachate.  No one was present during my visit.  
I found that the old food plots had been tilled and seeded.  The grass seed had been drilled into the soil.  Oats were emerging on both plots of tilled ground.  Coverage was very good.  Dave Minikis, MER Engineering, said the plots were seeded with grasses along with the oats per a telephone conversation on May 7, 2009. 
None of the ponding had been repaired.  In the previous telephone conversation with Mr. Minikis, he explained the low areas had not been fixed.  He said he was going to meet with Harlan Hanson, Solid Waste Chairman, and Paul Jacobson, County Engineer, at the landfill later this spring when conditions at the site were dry.  At that time they would locate the pond areas and mark them for county employees fill with earth and grade.  Mr. Minikis said he would contact me when the work is done. 
I did not get a chance to look at the potential leachate seep area due to adverse weather.  This will be checked when repair of the pond areas are evaluated.
