On November 7, 2014, I investigated a complaint against Sedore Sanitation.  This complaint was regarding “trash blowing around in onto their private property”, however, the reason I drove down to investigate on Friday was due to one of them complainants photos which showed asphalt shingles spread out on their property.  The shingles were spread as a base layer for construction project (parking lot and turn around area for business traffic).  Chapter 108 universally approves asphalt shingles to be reused in this manner, but only if asbestos testing is done, and I was doubtful that asbestos testing had first been done.  When I arrived onsite, I met with and discussed the complaint with Troy Sedore, owner of Sedore Sanitiation.  Troy said he just got back to work from a two week vacation, and admitted that steel blew off his property and onto the farmer’s field to the south, but they got it picked back up.  We discussed the need to keep litter picked up, and he indicated that they’re in the process of constructing a fence from the steel (which should cut down on litter blowing offsite).  I also discussed the following issues with him:

-  wood burning stove in his shop / odor from the smoke

-  the asphalt shingles he's using as a base on the north side of his property

-  the big pile of construction/demolition (C/D) on the SW side of his property

Shop stove - Troy and I talked about this way back when he first started operations, so he knows good and well that he can't burn illicit material, and when I was there Friday, I checked the stove and it was only loaded with untreated wood.  Iowa Administrative Code, excess emissions regulations, actually exempt periods of startup, shutdown and cleaning of control equipment....so that means, during the "startup period" of firing up a piece of equipment, wood fired shop stove included, the emissions associated with that startup are exempt from DNR regulations.  I can explain this more later if you'd like.

Shingles - Iowa Administrative Code, Chapter 108, universally approves several different types of materials to be reused in a beneficial manner, and one of them is for asphalt shingles to be used as base layer for construction projects provided that there is no asbestos present.  I collected asbestos samples and will analyze them to determine if asbestos is in those loads of shingles.  

C/D pile - Troy was hoping to have a big grinder come onsite to grind the pile up and compost the organics onsite, however, 567 IAC 106.11(3) “requires all loading, unloading, processing, screening, open storage, loading and all similar processes involving solid waste shall be performed inside the Transfer Station buiding”. Here’s the question, since Troy is trying to recycle the wood, metal, shingles and there may not be much if any solid waste disposed of, can we use the above listed definition to make him do that activity inside his transfer station building?
We also discussed that Troy needs to install signage at the entrance to the property, and secure the access via a lockable gate (567 IAC 106 requirement?)

12/16/14: Follow up visit.  I met with Troy at his transfer station in response to the above listed items that needed addressing.  I observed that the fence construction company he hired was onsite building the perimeter fence, Troy said he decided to place asphalt paving over the shingles he placed for hard surface paving, he had a grinding company onsite and they ground up the C&D pile that was located behind his transfer station building.
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No additional shingles dumped,
  Pile in far back was C&D, now ground up.
