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Sedore XFR visit - page no. 2

On May 10, 2016, I visited Sedore Sanitation & Recycling’s facility located at 28942 Highway 16, Stockport, IA  52651 to document the following:
· Compliance status with the May 9, 2016 extended Administrative Consent Order (ACO) suspense date.
· Investigate Complaint No. 22916 regarding litter impacting a neighbor’s farm fields and overall frustration with the appearance of the above-referenced property.

During this visit, Troy Sedore and I walked the property and discussed the status of clean-up efforts in response to the executed ACO, and as reiterated in the DNR’s March 31, 2016 letter (Doc #85896). While some site cleanup was evident, substantial waste stockpiles remain onsite, which leaves the site in a state of non-compliance. 

Some solid waste and recyclable materials previously staged outdoors had been moved inside the building, recycled, disposed of, or placed in roll-off dumpsters onsite. For example, in several previous visits to this property, partially full one gallon paint cans were staged outdoors on a pallet, and during this visit, they had been moved inside the building. Construction and demolition (C&D) waste intermixed with stockpiled asphalt shingles that had been spread out on the ground north of the building had been removed, and the remaining asphalt shingles were spread out and partially covered with gravel. Troy stated that he’d continue to cover the asphalt shingles with gravel before he caps them with asphalt millings to meet the hard-surface requirement of paragraph 108.4(2)“b” and Condition 6 of the executed ACO.

The following activities remain to be completed in compliance with the executed ACO:
1) [image: image1.jpg]Derelict Mobile Home: Properly dispose of the mobile home that has been staged north of the main (former transfer station) building for several months. Troy stated that he’s been waiting for the DNR to instruct him on how to properly dispose of this structure, as he wasn’t sure if demolishing it was subject to asbestos regulations. During this visit, I informed Troy that since it is a single family dwelling, demolishing it would be exempt from the asbestos NESHAPs. Therefore, Troy stated that he would rent an excavator to demolish the mobile home, pack it into roll-offs, and haul to GRRWA Landfill. While the excavator is onsite, Troy stated that he’d also use it to load the stockpiled scrap metal for shipment to Grandinetti’s Scrap Yard south of Mt. Pleasant.
2) Ground Construction & Demolition (C&D) debris: C&D debris management has been an ongoing compliance issue at this facility since shortly after the permit was issued in 2014. The stockpiled C&D debris is co-mingled with plastic, metal, shingles, wire, and other C&D wastes. During this visit, I observed that ground up C&D debris had been spread across the ground on the southwest portion of the property. It has been explained to Troy on numerous occasions by DNR staff that the ground C&D waste is not to be disposed of or used in this manner at any location, specifically this former XFR property. Unfortunately the photo taken of this southwest area did not turn out. However, a smaller area of ground C&D debris was spread on the ground on the north side of the main (former transfer station) building, as documented below.
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Waste tires: Approximately 20 waste tires were piled outdoors on the southeast side of the scale. I asked Troy why the tires weren’t stored under roof or inside a roll-off dumpster, and Troy stated that he did not want to tie-up a roll-off dumpster with waste tires. Instead, Troy indicated that he waits until he obtains sufficient quantity to load them into a packer truck and hauls them to the GRRWA Landfill. Troy went on to explain that he can only get ~300 waste tires in a roll-off dumpster, whereas he can fit ~600 waste tires into a packer truck. After leaving the property, I called Wade Hamm, Director of Operations at the GRRWA Landfill and asked Wade about Troy’s statement. Wade ran a report, which indicated that Sedore Sanitation & Recycling has only shipped 666 waste tires to the GRRWA Landfill since 2010, and that was spread out across 3-4 trips. 
Scrap Metal Pile: During this visit, I explained to Troy that the reason the DNR did not require an NPDES Stormwater Permit (General #1) at XFR permit issuance was because Troy indicated that all activities at this location would be done inside the main (former transfer station) building; and at that time, there was no scrap metal stockpile. Now that there is routinely a large scrap metal pile onsite, staged outdoors, a Stormwater Permit is required. I explained to Troy that businesses that stockpile various materials outdoors, and especially scrap metal businesses, are required to have a Stormwater Permit. It has been explained to Troy on numerous occasions that a Stormwater Permit was required, yet he’s not applied for one.
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4) Asphalt Shingles: Placement of asphalt shingles on the ground for subbase for the site driveway and parking lot has continued. The most recent placement is located directly north of the scale, same as during the March 15, 2016 site visit that Chad Stobbe (DNR Central Office) and I conducted. During this visit, some of the plywood and pieces of dimensional lumber that were intermixed with the shingles, which was documented during the March 15, 2016 visit, were removed and the shingles were now spread out with limestone gravel placed on top of a portion of the shingles. Troy stated that he’d continue to place gravel over the shingles, and eventually cover them with asphalt millings, once they become available. I asked Troy if he’s continued to periodically test the asphalt shingles for asbestos, which he indicated he had and that the results were in the office. I neglected to go inside the office and check them prior to leaving.
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5) Grease Tote: On several previous visits to this property, I requested that Troy relocate the two-three plastic totes of grease inside the main building or have the oil properly disposed of.  Previously, Troy indicated the totes contained waste cooking oil. However during this visit, Troy informed me that “his guys” did not want him to get rid of the totes as they contained “new grease” that they used for greasing various slides and moving parts on the packer trucks and equipment used for the garbage hauling business. During this visit, Troy stood up on a white barrel, used a piece of metal to scoop out a sample of the thick bluish colored grease. Unbeknownst to me, the top tote does not have a lid and was full of not only grease, but also rain water. Therefore, the soil around the base of the totes likely needs to be remediated.
