DESCRIPTION OF MATERIAL

Gelita produces two solid wastes from the production of a gelatin product. The waste will be removed from the
generation site each and transported to the stockpile site or directly land applied. No waste is to be sold, and
all waste shall be land applied on the sites identified in the IDNR land application permit and according to the
application agreements.

Gelita produces Ossein, which is the organic collagen matrix of bone after the mineral portion has been
removed, in the production of a gelatin product. The bones are provided by nearby animal processing plants
and go through a chemical and physical process of demineralization. Gelita will produce an estimated thirteen
thousand (13,000) tons of dewatered Ossein process waste sludge annually.

Gelita will also produce a dewatered waste sludge from its planned ossein process wastewater treatment plant.
The generation site produces waste through the handling of raw material, degreasing and cleaning of the
bones, demineralization, rinsing of products, and cleaning-in-piace systems. The wastewater produces will be
high in protein and treated by the proposed biological system. The sludge will be dewatered through a
centrifuge so that it can be transported and land applied as a solid waste. Geiita will produce an estimated
twenty-five thousand (25,000) tons of waste activated sludge annually.

DESCRIPTION OF LAND APPLICATION

Langefeld Contracting will perform the hauling and {and application services for the Ossein process waste
sludge product. Typical hauling of the waste activated sludge will be approximately one (1) load per day out of
the Gelita plant using covered side dump trailers to haul approximately 23 tons of material per load. The
material will be hauled to the permitted field site for temporary stockpiling or direct land application. Stockpiled
material will remain until enough material is available and seasonal limitations allow the material to be applied.
No stockpiles will remain for longer than 180-days.

Langefeld Contracting will perform the hauling and land application services for the waste activated sludge.
Typical hauling of the waste activated sludge will be two (2) loads per day out of the Gelita plant using covered
side dump trailers to haul 23-25 tons of material per load. The material will be hauled to the permitted field site
for temporary stockpiling or direct land application. Stockpiled material will remain until enough material is
available and seasonal limitations allow the material 1o be applied. No stockpiles will remain for longer than
180-days.

The Ossein process waste sludge and waste activated sludge will be stockpiled separately and be land applied
separately to be land applied at the desired rates. Stockpiled materiat will be loaded into a spreader with a
payloader brough on site and spread using a pull-type rear discharge spreader at the agronomic rates
recommended by the agronomist. All waste will be spread on agricultural ground in a typical corn-soybean
rotation in the spring and fall.

A total 3,957.5-Acres meets DNR requirements for application. The application of both Ossein process waste
sludge and waste activated sludge will be phosphorous limiting. The products will be applied at rates between
two (2) and six (8) dry tons per acre, with the final rate to be determined according to current soil tests and the
most recent product sampling analysis. An additional 385.5-Acres of land included in the plan has slopes
greater than 9% but less than 12%. Gelita is requesting a waiver of the slope limit to allow these field to be
included in the land application plan. All best management practices will be followed to mitigate the risk of
runoff from these areas,

EVIDENCE OF NO ADVERSE EFFECTS

The waste activated sludge contains no hazardous materials. The Ossein process waste sludge also contains
no hazardous materials. The waste will be applied according to best management practices and in accordance
with the Operation Plan. Land application will be suspended if precipitation is imminent or during inclement
weather to reduce runoff potential. The cumulative heavy metal loading for both materials was reviewed to
produce the agronomist's agronomic application limits for each site.

accordance with Gelita's site emergency response plan. This plan applies to the transport and land application
of Gelita's waste by Langenfeld Contracting and its subsidiaries. See attached Emergency Action Plan.

SITE CLOSURE PLAN

All setbacks, stockpile term limits, and application rates will be followed while sites are included and active in
the fand application permit plan. Upon closing of a site, the operation will notify IDNR in writing. All stockpiles
will be land applied, and the stockpile area will be cleaned of any waste residue and returned to agriculture
production.

If the permit is voluntarily terminated, renewal application denied, or suspended or revoked for cause, then
Gelita will schedule for completing the proper closure within thirty (30) days of the termination. Closure
completion cannot exceed sixty (60) days from the date of termination of the permit.

{3} Land application sites shall not be used for sludge disposal during or immediately preceding
expected: rains or other occasions when runoff may result (unless subsurface injection methods are
utilized); high groundwater conditions; or flooding.

{4) Land application sites shall not be used for sludge disposal when frozen or snow covered unless
special precautions are taken to avoid runoff,

{(5) As required by the department, groundwater monitoring wells and surface monitoring points shall
be instalied and a monitoring program implemented. Samples must be analyzed by a labecratory
which is equipped and competent to perform the tests required by the department. The results shall
be forwarded to the department on a stipulated schedule.

(8) In the event significant leachate is detected, the department shall be so notified, and the permit
holder shall submit a plan for controiiing and treating the leachate. Upon approval of the plan by the
department, it shall be immediately implemented.

(7) Sampling and analyses of the sludge shall be performed and submitted to the department according
to the schedule stipulated in the permit. Analyses shall include tests as required to confirm the
constituents of the sludge.

{8) Records of the site usage shall be maintained, shall be submitted to the department on a stipulated
schedule and shall include: date of use; application area; application rate; quantity of sludge applied;
method and timeliness of incorporation; chemical analyses of sludge being applied; and loading rates
of significant components of sludge as identified in the analyses of 121.7{1)"a"(12}.

{9) Prior to compietion of a site, or suspension of operations at a site, the department shall be notified
tn writing. As required by the department, engineering plans and reports shall be submitted detailing
deviations, if any, from the permitted final site conditions. An inspection shall be made by the
department before abandonment of the site.

(10} Following closing of the site, any monitering program in effect shall be continued until the integrity
of the site is confirmed and any corrective measures which may be necessary are implemented. This
shall be detailed in annual reports submitted to the department for the duration of the monitoring
program.

{11) A copy of the plans and reports, as amended or revised along with pertinent operations data, for
any completed site shall be filed with the county recorder and the location of the filled area shali be
recorded for abstract of title purposes. The recording may be made by affidavit.

d. Additional operating requirements for land application. If site conditions, waste constituents, or proposed
operating procedures warrant, the department may require any of the foilowing:

(1) Telephone or other adequate communications facilities be available on the site;

(2) Sanitary facilities, personnet washing facilities and potable water be available within a shelter on the
site;
